I learned that it was ok to ask for advice, and listen when it was given, even if I disagreed.  I realized how lucky I am to spend so many days of each year living in post card settings. I am most grateful to you our patrons who when travel challenges occurred, were understanding and gave us the opportunity to fix them to the best of our ability
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Post Card moments

This past year I was fortunate enough to enjoy multiple trips Europe with small groups as well as my annual trip to Alaska and many new adventures on many different trips. The incredible joy I felt, being able to travel and share these moments with you our customers inspired me to try and translate the visual images into words. These are some of my favorite post card moments from last year.

We were in Tuscany and traveled to a winery, for a mountain sunset, a tour, tasting, and dinner. We were high in the Tuscan Hills; the hills have turned golden in color, as the grape leaves have taken on their fall hue. The sky is an azure blue and is turning pink as the sun begins to set. We are drinking some of the finest Chianti in the world, sampling some of the finest air dried hams, and salamis that could be found, served with aged parmesan cheese with a wonderful nutty aroma. The tomatoes have been picked from the garden at the peak of perfection and have been blended with an olive oil only two days old. The mozzarella has been made that day, just for our group, and has been sprinkled with fresh picked herbs.  The bread has been baked only hours before we arrived, and is still warm to the touch. The food was so simple, the setting so magnificent, the view so spectacular, that I can’t recall a finer or more enjoyable evening. 

You too can share an experience similar to this if you take one of our small group tours to Italy.   There is a big difference between value and price and I hope that you our customers, understand that it only costs a few dollars more to have an experience like this, then it costs to eat in a hotel restaurant. You will soon forget the price paid for the experience, but will treasure the memories forever. Group travel is no longer about seeing the world as inexpensively as possible but about the experiences along the journey. 

This past year I had the opportunity to wander the spice and flower market in Nice. I know many of you have been to Nice with me, many times and we always go to the flower market.  Last spring however, I hired a professional guide that showed me the use of so many of the spices I knew by name and thought I knew by smell. I truly was amazed at how different these spices smell and taste when they are freshly ground and are so different then what we have become accustomed to buying in the jars in the store. I had never tasted lavender mixed with pepper, or fresh saffron nor knew how to use these ingredients. My senses were alive with the excitement of the market place, and the wonderful sights and smells I was experiencing. If you ever have the opportunity to wander through a spice market with a guide don’t pass it by.  I kept thinking to myself how could I create this experience for my customers with out having to go to Europe? This past fall I took one of our Chicago by train tours and as much as I had wanted to do this tour in the past, I simply never had the opportunity.  On what I call the foody tour, what did I discover, but an old time spice shop that was grinding the spices to order. The owners of this shop were so generous that they gave each of us a book telling us how to use all of these spices, to enhance the food that we eat. On this same tour I discovered a shop that was mixing this wonderful fruity-flavored olive oils, with vinegars from around the world and a teashop that taught me the difference between a cup of properly brewed tea and a teabag. I never knew why the world was so crazy about tea until I had a proper cup. It is hard to believe that in all my years of travel I never had a proper cup of tea until I visited a tea store in Chicago.   If you want to wake up your palette then you have to experience our taste of Chicago tour.  I used to think that New York was the pastrami capital of the world and thought that the pastrami at Katz Deli could not be beat, until I tasted the pastrami of Chicago. Along with the culinary aspects, the Botanical Gardens, the beer, the museums, the Lake Shore, the Sky deck, Chicago has so much to offer. I hope that this spring some of you will join me in France or Chicago and experience one of our many culinary tours. 

As many of you know I fell in love with the beauty of Alaska many years ago and have been going back ever sense. Picture this magic moment: 

It is a warm summer evening and you have just enjoyed a fabulous cruise ship meal.  You know you have eaten more then you should have and have decided to go for a walk on desk. A warm breeze is blowing and seems to be just brushing you cheek. The seas are calm on the inside passage, the water looks like a mirror with mountains reflections and the sun is begging to set just behind the snow-capped peaks on the horizon. The sky has a tinge of pink then turns orange and then the snow-capped peaks become almost purple in color as the sun drops below the peaks. It still light enough to see the dolphins frolicking in the wake coming off of the bow.    I must have stood transfixed for an hour or more, because before I had realized the time had passed, the moon had risen and the mountain peaks were shimmering in the twinkling star light. 

I once again will be heading for Alaska again on June 13 and hope that all of you will join me and have the opportunity to experience a magic moment like this for yourself.

Only a few weeks ago, I had the joy of spending time in Savannah and Charleston with a small group of travelers that soon became friends. For years I have had people telling me about the Charleston Tea Plantation, which is the only tea plantation in the USA and that I really should visit it when I got to Charleston.  At the same time I kept saying to myself one plantation is the same as the next and really had no desire to see another plantation. We had some rather chilly weather and we decided to skip the boat tour and check out the tea plantation.  I can tell you I learned a lot that day: I had no idea that the tea plant was a flowering plant and was related to the camellia plant. I had no clue that green tea and black tea came from the same plant and the only difference was the time the plant was allowed to oxidize.   The Charleston Tea plantation is owned by Bigelow Tea and will now be a regular feature on our tours. On this trip we had the pleasure of visiting one of the largest holiday lighting displays on the east coast at James Island. I have seen this display several times in past years but the enthusiasm of the group I was with was contagious, and I was ooing and ahying at the animated display with everyone else.  When we were at Fort Jackson the park interpreters made the harsh conditions of the civil war come alive. We were only in the fort for an hour and could not have imagined what it was like to have spent a summer or a winter in a fort with extreme climatic change. As a tour operator I am experiencing the same level of excitement on our tours that you our patrons experience. At Tye’s Top Tour and Travel we strive to make your vacation experience a memory that you want to share.

Another one of my magic moments from this past year took place on a trip to Franklin North Carolina when we were gem stone mining.  Most people don’t know it but more rubies, sapphires and emeralds are found in this area then almost anyplace else in the world. 

The day started with a visit to a museum where we saw an emerald that was almost two feet long. Lets face it, we all had gem stone fever and on the way from the airport the day before we watched Kirsten Gump doing the show on the area from “America’s Hidden Treasures.” We got to the mining site and began learning how to separate the dirt from the gemstones. With in the first half hour one of the members in our group found an emerald that was of gem stone quality and shortly there after someone else found a ruby. The atmosphere was electrifying as we all hoped to strike it rich. Out of all the tours I have done I have never found so many people, so willing to get dirty, and sift through dirt.  The next day we offered everyone the choice of going to the fabulous Biltmore Estate or another day of gemstone mining. There was not one of us that wanted to do anything other then get back to looking for gemstones. I like everyone else had the fever, and knew that if we just sifted through one more bucket, we would strike it rich.  At the end of the day I found nothing that was of any real value but it was truly magical being caught up in the excitement of gemstone mining. At the end of the day we had a few people that had found gemstones, one patron took home emerald earrings and a matching ring that was appraised at over $1100 and others took home stones that they were going to have cut and polished when they returned home. I am anticipating the springtime when I have the opportunity to go back to the gemstone mines. Maybe it will be my turn this time to strike it rich on

 the next go round.
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What is new in the tour industry?

As many travelers are getting tired of dealing with the airports, crowded airplanes with no space, fees upon fees and homeland security, more and more travelers are turning to the trains and motor coaches. If you plan on traveling by train and want sleeping accommodations the sleeping accommodations are selling out six months in advance. 

Some travelers find the new security at the airport no big deal and others find it to be very invasive. From my perspective if anyone wants to look at naked images of me they are welcome to and should they wish to post them anywhere, I would be thrilled. On the other hand our younger travelers have a valid reason for being concerned. Many of the TSA people are not the idiots the media make them out to be but are ex military or have had police training.  Are there insensitive idiots working for the TSA of course there are, but in the same ratio that insensitive idiots appear in any work force.  I go through airport security at least twice a month and I have yet to run into anyone that was determined to hassle me or that was less then professional.  

Is it true that the taxes on the airfare to Europe are more then the cost of the air ticket? Sadly this is true and some of the airline advertising is very deceptive as they are only quoting the price of the base airfare. I recently had a customer that was thrilled that she found an airfare from Boston to London at $199 each way and was horrified to learn that there were $435 in taxes and fees in addition to the base airfare. 

The cruise lines are building more and more ships with radically different designs and more choices. These new ships and designs are changes the standard concept of cruising. First if you expect to have flexible dining options, expect to have to pay gratuities in advance. The days of having the same waiter and bus boys that know your wants and desires are going by the wayside. The $10 a day gratuity charge is also disappearing. The service personal on the ships feel they are providing more services and therefore demanding higher wages and gratuities from the patrons. Another change taking place on the cruise ships is that if you requested a birthday cake or celebration cake there is often now a charge on what used to be free. Many of the specialty restaurants are no longer serving birthday cakes and cakes are often now being delivered to staterooms where the cabin attendant has to sign for the cake, stating it was delivered. You can take the cake anywhere you want on the ship but if you order a cake don’t expect it to be delivered to a restaurant. It is nice when it happens but as I said don’t expect it. I know you want to know the rational for this policy. It turns out since the cruise lines started charging for cakes, that cakes are being delivered to the wrong person and the person receiving the cake seldom tells the waiter they did not order the cake.  I was unaware that this had become an issue until it happened to one of my customers. The cruise line showed that a cake had been delivered and no matter what the customer said about not receiving a cake, the cruise line was adamant the cake had been delivered.  As a result of this challenge, expect cakes now to be delivered to your stateroom and your cabin attendant is responsible to get the cake to where ever you are dining. I myself don’t understand why the guest just can’t sign for the cake in the dining room like they do for a beverage and can only state that the cruise lines claim they had no control in this situation because of the multiple dining options. Please understand I don’t make policy only advise of changes. The new ships are getting away from the modular cabins and are being built to maximize the public spaces so look for cabins built with lots of curves.

Changes to salad bars and buffets

Expect in the near future to see major changes to salad bars and buffets as Alcada has threatened to poison the US food supply in public restaurants. Expect to soon see restaurant staff hovering around buffets and salad bars to make sure the food is not tampered with.  I know this will make many of you uncomfortable, but new security has to be implemented to protect all of us from the nuts in the world.

New motor coach designs,

Many of the motor coach companies are buying smaller coaches with a capacity of 32. These new coaches are being introduced with electrical outlets for computers and wifi. Some of the larger coaches are now being retrofitted with coffee machines, refrigerators, and microwaves as fewer and fewer groups are able to fill a 55-passenger coach and the younger travelers refuse to travel with large groups of people anywhere or with out being connected.  The movie industry is cracking down on the motor coach industry on showing movies and not paying for the rights to show movies. Don’t be surprised if in the near future, the drivers tell you can’t show movies on a bus because the bus does not have a permit.  Recently motor coaches have been pulled over through out the country when a movie is being shown and the movie police are checking to make sure the right sticker is on a bus. Last week was the first time I was told by a driver that I could not show a movie on the way back from NY City, because the bus did not have a movie permit sticker. We are also starting to see more and more of the 15 – 20 passenger coaches with air suspension, which is what the market is demanding. The smaller coaches are expensive as the larger coaches to operate, so expect the price of tours using smaller coaches to be slightly more expensive then a larger coach where the cost was split among a greater number of travelers.

Last minute bookings

The trend over the last few years has been with travelers booking later and later. It is not uncommon for people to show up at a departure point and try and get on a tour when they have not even called our office. The industry as a whole is trying to find ways to discourage this last minute booking and in many cases will charge an administrative charge for a late booking. Late bookings require someone to call each and every vendor on a tour so counts can be adjusted and additional payments can be made. The minimum administrative costs on a three day tour is about $25 per late booking and these charges are now being passed on to the consumers. If you are one of those travelers that can’t make up your mind for any number of reasons, expect to pay administrative charges in the future for bookings with in 7 days of departure. Almost every tour operator always tries to accommodate the additional customers but the reality is, that often the late booking costs more then any additional profit made. In 2011 expect to hear no to last minute bookings or expect to pay a fee.  The cruise lines are now offering the best prices to those that book early and gradually raising the prices as the inventory diminishes. The last minute inventory that used to be so popular is now the inventory that is not desirable. These are the rooms next to the anchor, or in high traffic area or obstructed views. Those that wait to the last minute to book a cruise will either wind up with less then desirable cabins or pay through the nose

What new products will be introducing in 2011?

We are designing the tours based on your requests and if you have ideas please share then with us.  Many of you have asked that we create tours where you can experience how products are made or how you can make a product. You have asked us to create more one-day tours and tours with culinary themes. You have asked for more theater tours and short tours that have not been done. You have asked for historical tours that are more then just history. We had Tye’s Tours have been brainstorming trying to meet so many of your requests as well as continuing of offer some of the tried and true tour programs. We have created a new series of tours that are designed not only for students but those curious at heart.  You have asked us for more rail programs and we have added the new 18 day Circle USA Tour, Baltimore by rail, DC Cherry Blossom by Rail, Chicago by rail and of course the popular Vermont & NY rail and sail programs.   You will find a few new theater programs at the Ivoryton playhouse and when North Shore Music Theater and Ogunquit playhouse publish their schedules we will add them as well. We will have tours going to Western Pennsylvania to the area known as Pennsylvania’s Grand Canyon. We will be offering a new day trip to Gloucester where the story of Gloucester will be told through spirits at a distillery, we will have a new tour featuring some of the spots featured on the Food Network in Portland Maine. Below is a list of our tour product, which we are adding to on a daily basis. If you are viewing this newsletter online you will find that the information in blue is a live booking engine that will give you instant confirmation. If you click on the detail button you will have a full description of the tour as well as a form you can mail into the office to make a reservation.
