Along the Alicante harbor you find beautiful long alleys for nice relaxing walks, enjoying the palm trees and the mild climate, iith many historical buildings around the entire city, Alicante offers countless sightseeing attractions, from cathedrals to churches and of course a wonderful harbor area. with a long wide sandy beach which leads its way up to San Juan. Just drop your towel on the sand and enjoy a wonderful day in the sun. Alicante's location: The Costa Blanca lies on the east coast of Spain. to the south is the Costa Almeria and to the north, the Costa Dorada. Alicante has about 340 000 habitants and lies directly on the Mediterranean sea. Breakfast Lunch and Dinner
