As we enter into the fall season please allow me to thank each of you our customers and patrons for your support.  If it were not for your continued ideas and suggestions we would be like every other tour company. It is you our customer that continues to provide us with the inspiration for new tours. We are in the process of growing and changing our phone services, please let us know if you experience any challenges reaching us. Our new service should change over around November 1. The numbers will remain the same, what will be different is you will be directed to Mel Tye, Reservations, or Accounting reducing hold time. If I am unavailable the new system will take you direct to voice mail and your message will display as soon as I finish the call I am on. We are trying to improve our response time to you our customer.  We will be experimenting with new voices on our phone service using the voices of our staff and value you any feedback you wish to share.  Some of you have expressed that you would prefer a female voice answering the phone so we are testing different voices. Our new video is also in the works and we will also be using a female voice on the video as well. My new assistant Cara will be joining us on Nov 1 on a full time basis (she is the one with the charming British accent) She has years of experience as a tour director and in tour operations and should be able to answer most questions when you can’t reach Mel. We want to provide you the personal service we have always offered and must grow the staff to maintain this level of service. I have heard you loud and clear that you want to speak to a live person. We will always return a call, voice mail is only to eliminate you from being placed on hold and wasting your time.

Changes in the travel industry

The travel industry is constantly changing as everyone looks for new forms of revenue. There are changes taking place in every sector of the industry some good some not so good.

Airlines. 

I used to love to fly and now if I can avoid flying I often do. The airlines are starting to add extra fees and charge for everything, Most of you are aware that if you buy an airline ticket it is not refundable unless you are paying for a first class or business class ticket. The airlines will give you a credit for future travel and then charge you a fee to use this credit. Most airlines require you to pay for checked baggage, but they won’t pay you if they misplace it. Some airlines are now charging for carryon luggage. Some Airlines are charging for meals for, water, for coffee, soft drinks and everything else. I had an airline tell me last week that if a passengers shoulders extend over the arm rests they can charge for an extra seat. It is very important when you fly and are comparing prices that you take into account all of the extra fees. As the airlines consolidate there are fewer choices for the consumers. Just this year Delta and Northwest Merged, Continental and United are merging, Airtran and Southwest are merging and the list goes on and on. I am finding customers who at one time had great air connections now find themselves stuck in airports for hours. When I have a choice I fly Jet Blue or Virgin. The inexpensive Southwest  Flights of the past are becoming harder to find.

Hotels

Hotels are starting to take the cues from the airlines. I have started to see all kinds of extras added to room charges. Their may be a coffee maker in the room but there is a charge for the coffee. There is a refrigerator in the rooms with bottled water but if you drink the water you get charged $2- $5. If you request an early check in or a late check out, some hotels are charging $20 - $50.  I am now seeing daily resort fees averaging from $7.50 to $20 a day. I have started to see mandatory housekeeping charges and mandatory baggage fees. Believe it or not hotels are starting to charge if you want towels changed every day. Hotels are charging an extra person charge if you have a triple room or a quad room even if you are not using a roll away. As a tour operator we are doing what we can to avoid the hotels that charge for these services. We are always surprised when hotels add these charges to our customer’s individual bills and in most cases have been able to get the charges removed. If you are traveling as an individual make sure you are aware of these charges. If you are booking rooms online through companies like Hotwire or Priceline the fees added are often up to 20% of the cost of the room. Unless you get a really good deal on the room it is often more expensive then using the Booking Engines on our websites.

Motor Coach Tours & Busses.

As many of you are aware the cost of motor coaches has gone up substantially over last year. The average cost of a bus from last year has gone up in price  $100 per day. We price our tours so they can run with a minimum of 25 travelers. That means that for every day of a tour, the cost has increased $4 in transportation cost alone. The same increases in food costs that you have experienced personally, the restaurants are also experiencing. The restaurants are passing on increases averaging 20% over last year. In past years we were averaging 40 guests on every trip the current average is 30 patrons on a tour. When you take this information you will find that the cost of a tour will increase an average of $12 per day next year.  Day trips without theater will be pretty close to $89 a day, Foxwood and Mohegan Sun $39, Overnight tours will average $150 per person per day based on double occupancy. Driver/ guide tours will average $200 a day based on five travelers

You will now be able to depart from the Radisson Hotel in Nashua on all of our Motor Coach Tours. If you are coming from a distance we have special pre and post tour rates for those tours departing early in the morning or returning late in the afternoon. 

Cruise

The cruise industry has been building bigger and bigger ships, which offer so many more activities and choices. Because of the size of the ships and the number of berths to fill this is where the best values currently are. The cruise lines are offering great deals on the European cruises because the airfare has been so high. If you should be going to Florida for the winter there are still lots of great deals for group cruising.  On some of the 8 day Costa sailing the rates have been extremely low. I myself prefer the smaller ships and am willing to pay a little more to avoid the Mega ships.

On our own tours less then 20% of our customers are now seniors. This means that on our tour s they are less structured giving you the opportunity to explore a given area. at your own pace. Our dine as you please cards have become very popular as the age of our travelers becomes younger

Europe

The value of the Euro continues to hover around 1 Euro equals .73 USD which makes goods in Europe about 1/3 more expensive then in the USA. What is raising the price of going to Europe is the tax on the airfare which is often more then the cost of the air fare. As a result of the high cost of air many of the cruise lines are offering deep discounts on European cruises. As an example on our tours to Europe are averaging $350 more in taxes then last year. Our Paris I the spring which was at $1699 last year jumped to $2000 because of the higher airfare and taxes. 

What is Hot?

Alaska is still one of the most requested trips we have. In 2012 we will be doing a trip to Alaska designed for the repeat customer as well as the traditional tour we have offered for the last 20 years. The main difference is our repeat tour is port intensive with multiple nights stay in each port and no cruise ship. Outlet tour

They will be available in tax free NH. When the outlets open they will be offering discount coupons to our group customers. After the fall foliage season we will be offering overnight shopping trips for $139, which will give you, time to shop with outlet coupons, a tour of the Anheuser Busch Brewery with a stop at the Clydesdale Hamlet, breakfast, dinner and hotel accommodations. For those that do not shop the hotel has a great pool and we can offer many optional sites to see.

Medieval Banquet

We will also be offering a medieval banquet and show at the Radisson Hotel in Nashua. In the past these have been a tremendous amount of fun. We encourage everyone to dress up in period costume and get into the spirit of the evening. In order to keep the night fun we encourage all of our patrons to stay the night and not drink and drive.   We will have live entertainment with suitable food and drink for period. If you are planning a tour to New England this is a great starting point.

The Price of Freedom

Have you ever wondered what happened to the 

56 men who signed the Declaration of 

Independence? 

Five signers were captured by the British as traitors, and tortured before they died. 

Twelve had their homes ransacked and burned. 

Two lost their sons serving in the Revolutionary Army; another had two sons captured. 

Nine of the 56 fought and died from wounds or hardships of the Revolutionary War. They signed and they pledged their lives, their fortunes, and their sacred honor.

What kind of men were they?

Twenty-four were lawyers and jurists. Eleven were merchants, nine were farmers and large plantation owners; men of means, well educated, but they signed the Declaration of Independence knowing full well that the penalty would be death if they were captured. 

Carter Braxton of Virginia, a wealthy planter and trader, saw his ships swept from the seas by the British Navy. He sold his home and properties to pay his debts, and died in rags.

Thomas McKeam was so hounded by the British that he was forced to move his family almost constantly.  He served in the Congress without pay, and his family was kept in hiding.  His possessions were taken from him, and poverty was his reward.


Vandals or soldiers looted the properties of Dillery, Hall, Clymer, Walton, Gwinnett, Heyward, Ruttledge, and  Middleton.

At the battle of Yorktown, Thomas Nelson, Jr., noted that the British General Cornwallis had taken over the Nelson home for his headquarters.  He quietly urged General George Washington to open fire. The home was destroyed, and Nelson died bankrupt.

Francis Lewis had his home and properties destroyed. The enemy jailed his wife, and she died within a few months.

John Hart was driven from his wife's bedside as she was dying.  Their 13 children fled for their lives. His fields and his gristmill were laid to waste.  For more than a year he lived in forests and caves, returning home to find his wife dead and his children vanished. Many of us take these liberties so much for granted, but we shouldn't.  

Patriotism is NOT a sin, you can be a Patriot and still work towards Peace.  Do not allow people from other nations who have a different value system, or our own Government, to take your freedoms. 

As the current generation of Patriots we must stop the wasteful Washington spending, if the country is to survive. When only 50% of the country pays taxes the burden placed on individuals and small business is what is lowering the standard of living in this country and keeping us in a recession.

We encourage all of our travelers to visit the Freedom Tower in NY and remember the innocents and our troops who have given their lives, as well as our troops on active duty.
